For me, it ’s the challenge of managing 
the wine cellar in a hotel this luxuri-
ous, and seizing the many opportuni-
ties to grow as a sommelier. My work 
is inspired by the individuality of each 
of our guests and the equally varied 
treasures on our extensive wine list. 
I ’m also driven by the desire to curate 
well-kept secrets into our collection 
and promote exceptional wineries.

What do you love about the region?
———
I love the beautiful weather and the 
location in general. We’re located at 
the heart of the ski region, and yet 
the city of Innsbruck is only an hours’ 
drive away.

What’s your wish for the future of 
your career?
———
I hope for plenty more wine.

Where did you enjoy your most 
memorable glass of wine?
———
It was on the terrace of the Hostelle-
rie de Plaisance during my first wine 
trip to Saint-Émilion in Bordeaux. On 
this November evening with over 20 
degrees at sunset we opened a bottle 
of champagne. We sat back and sa-
voured every sip of it looking forward 
to the days ahead of us. Everything 
about this moment was achingly 
perfect.

Are there any wine to-dos you would 
recommend for at home?
———
Absolutely! It ’s essential to serve wine 
at the correct temperature, otherwise 
the aroma is ruined. The perfect tem-
perature for white wines is between 9 
and 12 degrees Celsius. Red wines are 
best served between 14 to 18 degrees. 
Decant mature red wines in good light 
so that you can carefully remove any 
sediment. If possible, I also recom-
mend using a slightly larger glass for 
full-bodied wines and serve classic 
white wines in a smaller glass.

Where and with whom do you like to 
celebrate the most?
———
At home with family and friends. I 
also call my colleagues in the SHF 
crew my friends, and I can’t imagine a 
better way to round out the day than 
by getting together to discuss the 
events of the day with a glass of fine 
wine after work.

If you hadn’t chosen to become 
a sommelier, what would you be 
doing?
———
I don’t have an answer to this. In over 
ten years this question hasn’t come up 
even once.

They pro-
mote animal welfare, environmental 
protection, and personal commit-
ment not for marketing purposes, but 
as an authentic way of life. As is local 
custom, the Tyrolese grey cattle 
spend the summer grazing on moun-
tain pastures and are herded home, 
decked out in lush headbands and 
garlands, just before winter arrives.

For the brioche buns, mix the yeast and 
sugar in the milk to dissolve. Stir 300 grams 
of f lour into the milk and let sit in a warm 
place for 20 minutes. Add the rest of the 
f lour as well as the salt and sunflower oil 
and knead with your hands. Knead for 
another 20 minutes in a mixer with a dough 
hook, then take the dough out and place 
it onto a f loured surface. Roll and cut out 
using a round cutter. Allow the dough 
pieces to rise while melting some butter in 
a pan. Carefully brown each piece in the 
butter and transfer to the oven, baking 
them at 160 degrees Celsius for 
approximately 10 minutes.

Crack the eggs into a big 
bowl and season with a hea-
ped teaspoon of salt. Add 
the cream and, optionally, a 
pinch of nutmeg. Then, mix 
well using a whisk.

Next, grease a large pan 
with half of the butter, pour 
in the egg mixture, and let 
cook until it sets. Once the 
eggs are halfway cooked, 
sprinkle the top with parsley 
and fold the omelette over. 
Add the rest of the butter 
to the pan and cook the 
omelette until golden. Qui-
ckly roll the omelette and 
garnish with salmon, caviar, 
and cress.
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———
Melt the butter in a pan and sauté the shallots until 
translucent. Add in the spinach and season with salt, 
pepper, and nutmeg.

———
Fill a pan with water, add a pinch of salt 
and a dash of vinegar, then bring to 
a simmer. In the meantime, crack the 
egg into a small bowl or saucer and add 
another drop of vinegar. Use a whisk 
to stir the water and gently create a 
whirlpool. Carefully tip the egg into 
the centre of the whirlpool and cook for 
approximately 5 minutes. Lif t the egg 
out using a slotted spoon and set aside 
until ready to use.

———
Bring a pan of water to a boil and place 
a bowl on top without having it touch 
the water. Combine the egg yolks and 
white wine in the bowl and beat until 
frothy. Then, remove from the steam 
and fold in the clarified butter. Add in 
the lemon juice and season with salt, 
chilli powder, and tarragon to taste.

Cupping is a form of 
detoxifying massage, 
employing suction and 
negative pressure to free 
your body from toxins and 
release myofascial adhe-
sions. Cupping of defined 
reflex zones corresponding 
to individual inner organs 
allows for targeted stimula-
tion of such.
